A lot of us remember as kids the whole controversy about “do-overs.”  You 

remember “do-overs,” don’t you?  This was the time in a game or a contest when 
it was possible to have erased some mistake or error, thereby allowing the partic i-
pant to come at the game or contest with a clean slate.  “Do-overs” were almost 
always more important to those who seemed to be on the losing end of the stick. 

   At the risk of seeming trite or even childish, I think there is something about 
Easter that is a wonderful remembrance of “do-overs.”  It happens at a personal 
level, of course, with the notion of fullness of life even in the face of death.  It is 
a remembrance of hope when one thinks he or she has exhausted all possibilities 
and all options, when one wonders whether or not he or she still has any kind of a 
chance with God.  Easter comes to such an individual with a resounding YES. 

   But I also think of “do-overs” in a community sense.  What about a world 
that finds itself far too often on the brink of military or ecological disaster?  What 
about a nation that can so easily lose its soul because of the powerful aspirations 
of a few?  What about a church that has so much possibility of vision locally and 
beyond?  Are you a part of Walnut Hills and in need of a “do-over?”  Do you 
grieve the scarcity of compassion in our nation and world?  Easter reminds us 
never to lose hope.  Easter reminds us that the Christ Spirit so evident in Jesus is 
never beyond us but is always available.  I look forward to seeing you Sunday.
